Our government is concen-
trating on last- mile connec-
tivity to make sure the de-
mocratisation of civil
aviation does truly take place
in the country,” Scindia said
during Question Hour.

The minister said the gov-
ernment is looking at the
small aircraft scheme
launched last year under
which sub-20 seater aircraft
are being used to provide
last-mile connectivity.

In the last round of UDAN
-- UDAN 4.2 -- 132 routes
have been awarded of which
in the major sectors, 16 are
helicopter routes,and almost
50 are seaplane routes,
Scindia said.To a question on
aerosports, Scindia said itisa
new area and has tremen-
dous future and potential in
the country.

"In the West, where
aerosports are...prevalent, in
winter...we can bring all of
those aerosports to India be-
cause of the weather pattern
in India," he said.
